The RS Cat 16 is an exciting boat to sail and offers fantastic performance. This
manual has been compiled to help you to gain the maximum enjoyment from your RS
Cat 16, in a safe manner. It contains details of the craft, the equipment supplied or
fitted, its systems, and information on its safe operation and maintenance. Please read
this manual carefully and be sure that you understand its contents before using your
RS Cat 16.

This manual will not instruct you in boating safety or seamanship. If this is your first
boat, or if you are changing to a type of craft that you are not familiar with, for your
own safety and comfort, please ensure that you have adequate experience before
assuming command of the craft. If you are unsure, RS, your RS dealer, or your
national sailing federation — for example, the Royal Yachting Association — will be able
to advise you of a local sailing school, or a competent instructor.

RS Sailing highly recommends using RS supplied equipment for usage and storing
of your craft. Deviation from using RS supplied equipment, such as sails and storage
solutions, will require consultation with RS Sailing. Failure to do so may affect
Warranty claims and Goodwill outcomes

Please keep this Rigging guide in a secure place and hand it over to the new
owner if you sell the boat.

Please also see the Owners Manual for the technical summary and Capsize
recovery technique. You should familiarise yourself with the procedure before
venturing afloat. The risks associated with capsizing a catamaran include:
Entrapment under the upturned hull and if it is windy, separation of the crew
from the craft. Removal of a mast head flotation device will increase the risk of
inversion and entrapment.

2. COMMISSIONING

2.1 Preparation

Your RS Cat 16 comes complete with all the components necessary to take the boat
sailing. In order to commission it, you will need the following tools:

* Pliers or a shackle key

« Small Pozidrive screwdriver
* 17mm Spanner

* PVC electrician’s tape

Whilst your RS Cat 16 has been carefully prepared, it is important that new owners
should check that shackles and knots are tight. This is especially important when

the boat is new, as travelling can loosen seemingly tight fittings and knots. It is also
important to check such items prior to sailing regularly. Also regularly check the beam
bolts are tight.

DO NOT use a knife or other sharp object to cut through packaging containing

parts - you may damage the contents!

2.2 Unpacking

Having unpacked your RS Cat 16, you should check that you have all of the items
listed on the contents pages before throwing away any of the packing, as there may
be some small items still wrapped.
